Leash reactivity kicks in when a dog’s flight-or-fight 
response is restricted by improper leash handling. Using 
a series of training exercises, we helped lay the 
foundation for proper leash handling so Lucas could 
start enjoying every walk.

Positive Reinforcement

Adding a stimulus to increase or get more of a behavior. 
For example, giving your dog a treat when they obey a 

“Place” command.
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Negative Reinforcement

Subtracting a stimulus to increase or get more of a 
behavior. For example, stopping an e-collar stimulation 

when your dog responds to recall.
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Negative Punishment

Subtracting a stimulus to decrease or get less of a 
behavior. For example, withholding a treat when your 

dog doesn’t obey a “Place” command.
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Positive Punishment

Adding a stimulus to decrease or get less of a behavior. 
For example, tugging on your dog’s leash when they’re 

pulling during a walk. 
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What are the four quadrants 
of dog training?

The four quadrants are a teaching tool used by dog 
trainers to change behaviors. But they’re not only for 
trainers—you can use the quadrants to build a better 

relationship with your dog!
